Foodbank have now se�led back in our 
home here at TBC and pleased to have the 
use of the new facili�es. Numbers fed over 
the past year have decreased slightly. We 
always hope that is a reflec�on of the 
addi�onal help they receive from other 
signposted organisa�ons we are in 
partnership with.

We were able to give out 41 Christmas 
parcels to clients due the amazing support 
we receive both materially and financially. 
They included a gi� either purchased with 
financial dona�ons or donated by our 
generous community.

We con�nue to have a sufficient number of 
faithful volunteers who cover the various 
roles; weighing and da�ng dona�ons, 
packing parcels, speaking to clients, stock 
control and other roles needed to support 
those in need Harvest dona�ons and Tesco 
dona�ons in December amounted to an 
amazing 3 tonnes.

Thursday: World Mission Partners Friday: Families @TBC

TBC, through TEN, support Rock of 
Ages, a ministry led by Mircea & Ronela 
Cris�an. Rock of Ages works in prisons 
across Romania, through a Bible Study  
programme, mee�ngs, handing out 
Bibles and coming alongside prisoners.

Many prisoners have experienced the 
transforming power of the Holy Spirit in 
their lives and have gone on to make a 
real difference in the lives of others.

Urgent: pray for Indian Chris�ans under 
pressure to reconvert

Chris�ans in India are asking you to urgently 
pray over the next few days as some tribal 
believers are under tremendous pressure to 
go back to their previous faith. If they don’t do 
so at a ‘Ghar Wapsi’ (an event meaning 
‘homecoming’, where converts return to their 
former beliefs) on 30 April, they are being 
threatened with significant consequences. 

The threats are being made by a prominent 
organisa�on that represents tribal 
communi�es in Chha�sgarh state, one of 
India’s states with the most restric�ve an�-
conversion laws. These laws make it very 
difficult to leave your previous faith if you 
follow Jesus. 
At this uncertain and seemingly paralysing 
�me for our brothers and sisters, they urgently 
need our prayers to stand firm in their faith.
